GENERAL RULES AND PROCEDURES

ENTRIES


1. Entry forms must be complete.  INCOMPLETE FORMS WILL BE RETURNED.


2. NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THE CLOSING DATE.


3. MAIL ENTRIES TO: 
The Address Listed at the beginning of each discipline

4. PAYMENT OF ENTRY FEES: School entries may be submitted under one cheque for each discipline. 

    Individuals may also pay for all of their entries with one cheque per discipline. Eg: a participant enters 3 

   dance classes, 4 piano classes and 1 speech class. You may submit 1 cheque for the dance entries, 1 for 

   the  piano entries and 1 for the speech. This is necessary because we have different coordinators for each 

   discipline.


5. Participants may submit only one entry per class. The same selection may not be performed in more than 

    one class.


6. NO CHANGES MAY BE MADE AFTER SUBMISSION. NO REFUNDS WILL BE MADE AFTER CLOSING 

    DATE.

7. Each entry must be made on a separate form
ELIGIBILITY

1. WHERE AGE IS A CONSIDERATION, THE AGE OF THE PARTICIPANT AS OF JANUARY 1, OF THE 
                 CURRENT FESTIVAL YEAR, WILL GOVERN.


2. If a participant cannot perform, no one may take that participants place.


3. Participants in choral groups, orchestras, choirs, instrumental groups, and bands are required to have 

    been bona fide members thereof for at least two months prior to the opening date of the Festival.


4. To be considered for the Provincial Festival all participants shall be restricted to amateurs. i.e.:

    
A student or person whose principal source of livelihood is not obtained from the practice of music or 

solo performances in the particular category in which he/she is participating.


A bona fide student of the performing arts who teaches for the purpose of applying money so earned 

for the furtherance of their education.


Students or persons who receive occasional remuneration for services rendered in the arts.

 5. Open, General, Adult and Recreational classes may be entered by anyone. 

SELECTION of MUSIC or WORKS


1. Selections listed in the Syllabus must be adhered to; if, due to unforeseen conditions, any of these are not 


    obtainable, participants must have permission of the coordinator to use a substitute.


2. OPEN CLASSES - OWN CHOICE SELECTIONS MUST BE OF HIGH QUALITY. Quality and suitability of 


    the selection will be taken into consideration by the adjudicator.


3. FOLK SONG - Shall refer to a work whose author/composer is unknown.


4. Selection may be performed in any key with suitable accompaniment.


5. ABSOLUTELY NO PHOTOCOPIES WILL BE ALLOWED; THIS IS ILLEGAL


6. An original copy must be supplied for the adjudicator for all own choice works. This must be claimed after
    each  class, the Festival Committee is not responsible for music or works supplied.
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AWARDS and ADJUDICATION

1. Adjudication:  All participants will receive written adjudication and a certificate of participation. Other 

    grading procedures may be used at the discretion of the festival committee and adjudicators.

      2. Awards and trophies for outstanding performances will be awarded at the discretion of the 

    adjudicators and Festival Committee based on total performance.
       3. Recommendation to Provincial Level Competitions will be awarded at the discretion of adjudicators to 

    those outstanding participants who, in their opinion, would most benefit and best represent the East 
           Kootenay Festival of Performing Arts.

PROGRAM PROCEDURE


1. The Program Committee reserves the right to divide any large group into separate groups.


2. No participants may approach the adjudicator or clerk; this may result in disqualification. At no time 

    will any teacher, performer or persons observing be allowed to engage in conversation with the 

    adjudicator during the class.


3. Video recording of performances will be allowed providing that:



a)  Parents can videotape their participants only.



b)  If the parent cannot attend then arrangements must be made with the co-ordinator prior to 


     the festival start. A written consent must be provided as well.



c)  Dance teachers may have someone video tape their schools performances only.



d)  ABSOLUTELY NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY during the performances will be allowed.



e)  Failure to comply by these regulations may result in disqualification.

4. Although the Festival Committee reserves the right of selection of performers at the Showcase 

    Concert, the selection is usually made by the adjudicator.
5. Time of classes is approximate; participants are requested to be in attendance prior to scheduled 
          time. The Festival Committee reserves the right to make adjustments in scheduled times due to 

   circumstances.

DISCIPLINES & DESCRIPTIONS (Please refer to General Rules as well)


The following descriptions are included for your information; they are not intended to restrict the artistic 
exploration of other styles but are provided for reference.

BALLET DISCIPLINE

Demi -pointe: classical soft shoes

Pointe: pointe shoes

Demi-character: dancer must perform ballet enchainments from the waist down and character from the 
waist up. Props can be used and should be an integral part of the characterization or story. (Props are the sole responsibility of the performer. Quick set up is essential)

Character: Balletic technique with stylized movement. Dancer must portray character with their whole body.

Interpretive: Expressing an idea or mood (not a story) often an interpretation of the music or lyrics.

Musical Interpretation: A suitable selection of music will be chosen for each age group by the adjudicator. 
Each performer will enter the hall separately, hear the music once, and then dance to the music on a second 
playing. Performers are to wear a dark solid colour bodysuit and ballet tights with soft shoes.

To be considered for Provincial Recommendation:

1.
a dancer must have performed in two or more solo dance classes in the discipline for which they are being recommended, and attained a mark of 85 in one of their solos. Please refer to the Provincial Syllabus Dance Rules & Guidelines;
2.
a dancer must participate in at least one musical interpretation dance, in any given genre; and
3.
a dancer must attend a dance workshop, provided by the East Kootenay Festival of Performing Arts  Dance Discipline, provided one is available in that given year.

*Note
Participation in the musical interpretation and Dancer's own Choreography classes do not qualify as solo 

dances. Technique classes for dancers seeking Provincial Recommendation may be given by the 

adjudicator. Participation in these classes is mandatory. If an adjudicator does not feel that the dancers 

have participated at a level of confidence to be Provincially recommended, he/she may choose to put forward 

an alternate, to go as an observer.

STAGE DISCIPLINE

Tap: Shoes with taps. Rhythm through footwork, style and presentation. No dubbing of tap sounds permitted on tape.

Jazz: Dance technique based on isolation of the body and/or contraction/release.

Modern Stage: Dance suited to a stage production or musical theatre, review, cabaret etc. Must be entertaining and 

diversified in movement. No live voice permitted.

Song & Dance: Routine suited to a stage production. 50% voice & 50% dance. Own voice: no voice allowed on tape
Lyrical Jazz: Soft jazz technique danced to popular music.

Musical Interpretation: A suitable selection of music will be chosen for each age group by the adjudicator. Each 

performer will enter the hall separately; hear the music once; then dance to the music on a second playing. 
Performers are to wear dark solid colour bodysuit or tight fitting top and jazz pants or a unitard in a dark, solid colour and jazz shoes.

To be considered for Provincial Recommendation:

1.
a dancer must have performed in two or more solo dance classes in the discipline for which they are being recommended, and attained a mark of 85 in one of their solos. Please refer to the Provincial Syllabus Dance Rules & Guidelines;

2.
a dancer must participate in at least one musical interpretation dance, in any given genre; and

3.
a dancer must attend a dance workshop, provided by the East Kootenay Festival of Performing Arts – Dance Discipline, provided one is available in that given year.

*Note
Participation in the musical interpretation and Dancer's own Choreography classes do not qualify as solo 

dances. Technique classes for dancers seeking Provincial Recommendation may be given by the 

adjudicator. Participation in these classes is mandatory. If an adjudicator does not feel that the dancers 

have participated at a level of confidence to be Provincially Recommended, he/she may choose to put 

forward an alternate, to go as an observer.
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MODERN DISCIPLINE

Modern: A form of dance based on dynamism; on the collision of two opposites (i.e.. contraction and 
release, fall and recovery) which was formulated from natural rhythms.

Musical Interpretation: A suitable selection of music will be chosen for each age group by the 
adjudicator. Each performer will enter the haIl separately; hear the music one; then dance to the music 
on a second playing. Unitard or 
bodysuit and tights in dark solid colour.

Interpretive: Expressing an idea or mood (not a story) often an interpretation of the music or lyrics.

To be considered for Provincial Recommendation:

1. a dancer must have performed in two or more solo dance classes in the discipline for which they are 
being recommended, and attained a mark of 85 in one of their solos. Please refer to the Provincial 
Syllabus Dance Rules & Guidelines;

2. a dancer must participate in at least one musical interpretation dance, in any given genre; and

3.a dancer must attend a dance workshop, provided by the East Kootenay Festival of Performing Arts – 
Dance Discipline, provided one is available in that given year.

*Note
Participation in the musical interpretation and Dancer's own Choreography classes do not qualify as solo 

dances. Technique classes for dancers seeking Provincial Recommendation may be given by the 

adjudicator. Participation in these classes is mandatory.

If an adjudicator does not feel that the dancers have participated at a level of confidence to be 

Provincially Recommended, he/she may choose to put forward an alternate, to go as an observer.

GENERAL

Production: Ten or more dancers. Any type of dance or song with dance, 8 -12 minutes long. Any props 
used must be carried on and offstage by the dancers.

Dancer's Own Choreography: This is an original dance by entrants to music of their choice. Entrants will be 

judged 
on originality of ideas, development of the idea as a dance form, interpretation of music and 

performance. There should be no teacher involvement at all. Written choreography notes must be 

received on the first day of the festival 
to the music table. Notes should be typed and double spaced.

GROUP DANCING

LARGE GROUP - Seven (7) or more dancers


SMALL GROUP - Three (3) to six (6) dancers


Please specify group dance title on entry forms, as names of Dance Schools will not be printed in the 

program.


Groups dance in the age category applicable for the average age of the dancers.


Duos dance in the age category of the oldest dancer.


Solos cannot be repeated as group dances, and Group dances cannot be repeated as solos.

Music is to be handed in one half hour (1/2 hour) before session starts to the music table. Failure to comply 

will result in disqualification.


Music and adjudication sheets to be picked up at the music table at the conclusion of the session.


Late and/or miscued CDs will dance for adjudication only.


Duos and groups are to be submitted on one entry form with all names and ages of dancers listed on the 

back. (Age as of January of the current festival year.)

PROPS
:

All props must be an integral part of the number and able to be handled by the participant. Quick setup is 
essential.


In all character dances, the name of the dance and the country must be stated on the entry form.

DANCE RULES:

• A dance may be performed again by the same participant provided that the participant and dance had not 

  been selected as a provincial candidate in the previous year.


• One entry per participant per category.


• We will allow a participant only ONE double up in group categories.


• All participants will be identified by number according to the program.


• Participants must be in attendance fifteen (15) minutes before start of session.


• Participants are not allowed to use the stage for practice purpose during any time allotted to the Festival.


  Centre stage will be marked.


• At the immediate conclusion of their performance, dancers are required to file down from the stage and be 

  seated in the front rows to wait for their adjudication. Tap shoes are to be covered or removed.


• The Festival Coordinating Committee reserves the right to divide or combine any class as required by 

  entries. 



• Except  for the Festival Coordinating Committee, there will be no communication with the adjudicator 

  by participants or other interested parties.


• A participants who leaves the stage during his/her dance routine will be allowed to redance for adjudication 

  only.

Age: 28 years and under 
Time Limit: 25 Minutes

Recommended Minimum Level - Grade 9. THREE contrasting selections, one of which was performed at

the local level, consisting of the following:
1. One selection must be an Art Song (including German lieder) sung in the original language.

2. An Operatic Aria in the original language with recitative where applicable, or an aria from a Major Sacred

Work (oratorio, cantata, mass) with recitative where applicable. Language is optional.

The performer is required to introduce the aria, i.e. to “set the scene”. This introduction

will not be included in the timing of the performance. Costumes, staging and sets are not permitted for opera selections, however, one hand-held prop may be used if integral to the scene.

3. Own choice.

Note:No selections from light opera, operetta, Gilbert and Sullivan and similar works are permitted in this

class, nor are selections from Reviews, Cabaret pieces or “encore” pieces; however, the participant

may choose to perform one selection of this genre in the parallel Vocal Variety Class.

Note: No musical theatre or pop selections are allowed in this class.

Two or more languages to be used. The selection(s) on which the competitor was recommended by the

adjudicator at the local level must be performed at the Provincial level.

3. Own choice selection.
Memorization is mandatory in this National Class at both the Provincial and National Festivals.

Costumes, staging, dancing and sets are not permitted, however, one hand-held prop may be used if

appropriate.
Intermediate Voice: Vocal Variety 
Age: 18 years and under 
Time Limit: 7 minutes

One selection chosen from a light opera, operetta, Gilbert and Sullivan production, Revue or Cabaret, or

works of a similar genre. No pop music is permitted; Musical Theatre selections are not permitted.

Costumes, staging, dancing and sets are not permitted, however, one hand-held prop may be used if

appropriate.
Senior Voice: Vocal Variety 

Age: 28 years and under 
Time Limit: 8 minutes

One selection chosen from a light opera, operetta, Gilbert and Sullivan production, Revue or Cabaret, or

works of a similar genre. No pop music is permitted; Musical Theatre selections are not permitted.

Costumes, staging, dancing and sets are not permitted, however, one hand-held prop may be used if

appropriate.
National-Level Voice: Vocal Variety 
Age: 28 years and under 
Time Limit: 8 minutes

One selection chosen from a light opera, operetta, Gilbert and Sullivan production, Revue or Cabaret, or

works of a similar genre.

No pop music is permitted; Musical Theatre selections are not permitted.

Costumes, staging, dancing and sets are not permitted, however, one hand-held prop may be used if

appropriate.
This Class pertains only to the Provincial Festival, providing an opportunity for further performance for

National level participants, but is not required of National candidates nor is the performance in this class

considered as part of the recommendation for advancement to the National Festival.

Simple costumes are permitted but are not necessary, as is limited stage movement

and dancing if appropriate. One prop only may be used AND must be set up and struck by the performer.
The 2 selections will be performed ‘back to back’; the performer may take 2 minutes between

selections, which will not be included in the timing, to change character

Age: 18 years and under 
Time Limit: 12 Minutes

and similar works are not permitted in this class. Simple costumes are permitted but are not necessary, as is

limited stage movement and dancing if appropriate.
